This book has been created strictly for you, the user.

Preface

This book is developed to increase the beginners’ reading comprehension ability.
Elementary-level learners need skills to read texts commonly encountered in their
everyday lives and to obtain information necessary to perform basic social tasks.
Therefore, this book aims to help the learners to maximize their Korean skills and get
the information needed from Korean texts. However, it does not aim to improve the
learners’ productive language skills. The book offers a comprehensive tool for
improving the learners’ reading skills, but extra texts and education should be added to
obtain a complete mastery of the language.

Purpose

1. Learners will be able to understand vocabulary and sentence structure concerning
familiar and predictable subjects from everyday life.

2. Learners will be able to understand concrete ideas about themselves, their families,
and their everyday lives in one or a series of sentences in an informal context.

3. Learners will be able to read and understand texts necessary in everyday life, such as
signs, advertisements, cards/letters, and newspapers.

4. Learners will be able to perform various skills so that they can obtain any information
they need as soon as possible.

5. Learners will be able to understand written Korean with an awareness of its
characteristics distinct from spoken Korean.

Organization of the text

This book consists of 20 chapters, and each chapter is made up of the following
structure: Goals — Introduction — Vocabulary — Reading Sentences — Task — New Words
— Self-Assessment — Culture. Each chapter is intended to be completed in four hours
(200 minutes).



The “Goals” section indicates the purpose of the chapter and also shows the basic
vocabulary and grammar.

The “Introduction” section consists of pictures and simple questions in Korean that
will spark the learners’ interest to enhance the educational effect.

In the “Vocabulary” section, words and phrases are presented under topic-related
category to increase learners’ reading comprehension. Including the grammar items, the
reading textbook contains 997 vocabularies in total. These are needed for a basic
understanding of the texts; however, the learners don’t need to memorize them all.
Approximately 425 words should be memorized to fully master the texts. i

In the “Reading Sentences” section, new grammar items that learners are to learn in
the chapter is introduced in sentences. Learners can naturally understand the grammar
from this section.

The “Task” section is composed of actual reading exercises using the grammar and
vocabulary. This section attaches importance to the procedure that leads to learners’
understanding of items in question. There are three tasks in every chapter. The tasks
progress from basic to hard skills, from simple to complicated language structures, and
from the pedagogic to the real-world task, so that the previous task will provide the
basis to do the next one.

The “New Words” section is composed of the new words from the “Reading
Sentences” and “Task” sections. New words in the “Vocabulary” section are only
shown in the “Index” at the back of the book.

In the “Self-Assessment” section, learners evaluate their own abilities. Along with the
evaluation from other learners or teachers, evaluating oneself is a very important part of
learning a foreign language.

The “Culture” section helps the learners better understand Korea.

As courtesy is part of Korean culture, keeping the social norms is the most important thing

o consider in Korean greetings. Korean greetings vary according to the age and the
| position of a person addressed. People do a deep bow, slight bow or handshake when
| they greet someone unless the other party is a junior. A deep bow (keunjeol) is performed
when the greeted person is unilaterally respected. It is made at wedding or at ancestral
worship ceremonies. A slight bow is the commonest greeting. In this type of greeting, the
relationship between the two parties who share the greeting is important, and you need to
understand the other party’s social status in advance. A handshake is generally done like a
slight bow. It is usually performed by adults and is the usual practice for social life and

business activities.

Calligraphy, or Seoye in Korea, flourished during the Yi Dynasty(1392-1910) when
Confucianism became the philosophy of the state and calligraphy was regarded as a
necessary process of mental discipline for a cultured gentleman. A gentleman of
accomplishment was expected to excel in poetry, calligraphy and painting, which were
considered ideal means for the Confucian-educated man to express his pure and noble
mind. To combine all three, he needed only an ink stick, a stone for grinding ink, animal-
hair brushes and paper, collectively known as the “four friends” or “four stationery
reasures” as they were known, because they were considered a measure of his own
aesthetic taste.

Each Chinese character is composed of a number of different shaped lines within an
imaginary square. Each character is intended to convey a specific meaning. Thus,
technically, calligraphy depends on the skill of the writer to create brush strokes of an
interesting shape and to combine them to create beautiful structures. The writers must do
this without any retouching or shading and with well-balanced spaces between brush
strokes. A finished work is hung on the wall to be admired in the same way a painting is

admired.

| In ancient Korea, the typical family was large with three or four generations living

together. Because infant mortality was high and a big family was thought of as a blessing,
having many children was desired. However, the rapid industralization and urbanization

of the country in the 1960s and 1970s were accompanied by an effective campaign to
enhance birth control, so the average number of children in a family has dramatically
decreased to two or less since the 1980s.

Due to the long Confucian tradition of the eldest son taking over as head of the
family, a preference for sons was prevalent in Korea. To tackle the problem of male
preference, the government has completely rewritten family-related laws in a way that
ensures equality for sons and daughters in terms of inheritance.

These days, young married couples prefer to separate from their extended families
and live in their own homes. Now, almost all families are couple-centered nuclear ones.

Insa-dong, in a sense, represents the crossroad of the old and the new in Korea. Insa-dong
and its vicinity used to be the residential area of officials, extended royal family, and the
privileged, yangban. Old days are alive in the antique furniture, china, and traditional
handicraft stores that await visitors to Korea. The galleries, the traditional tea houses, the
antique shops, and the calligraphy shops provide a view of ancient Korea. Insa-dong is a

Korea belongs to the Temperate Zone. The average annual temperature of Seoul is 12.9°C. However,
it has a wide annual temperature range, with the highest temperature in summer reaching 36.1°C,
and the lowest temperature in winter falling to -13.7°C. During the summer, Seoul falls under the
influence of the high-pressure air masses that develop over the Northern Pacific Ocean, and the
weather turns hot and humid, with the mean temperature from June to September reaching 20°C.
During the winter months, the mean temperature is lower than other regions located on the same
latitude, due to the expansion of high-pressure air masses formed over inland Siberia whose strong
northwesterly winds bring dry, cold air into Korea. Notably, the winter climate follows a predictable
cycle of three cold days followed by four warm ones due to the rise and fall of the high-pressure air
masses. The summer monsoon brings abundant moisture from the ocean, and produces heavy rain.
About 70 percent of the annual rainfall falls from June to September. Except for this summer season,
Seoul enjoys mostly fair, sunny days throughout the year. In particular, the clear sky seen during the
autumn is notable for its deep, clear blue color.

In Korea, marriage is considered an important event in one’s life and for his/her whole
family, and a wedding ceremony is an indispensable one for marriage. For traditional
weddings, which had long given way to Western-style nuptials but are now gaining
popularity, the groom wears the costume of an ancient court official complete with stiff
embroidered belt and horsehair hat, and the bride, with red evil-repelling spots painted
on her cheeks and forehead, wears the costume of an ancient lady of the court complete
with bejewelled coronet. The ceremony usually begins with the groom presenting a
goose, usually made of wood, to the bride’s parents to indicate that, like the goose, he
will be always faithful to his mate. And then they exchange cups of wine and bow to
each other.

The wedding ceremony is followed by another ceremony called pyebaek. For this
ceremony, the groom’s parents are seated before a table of cooked chicken, jujubes,
chestnuts and fruits. The bride and groom bow to them and offer them cups of wine,
then the parents bless the couple by tossing jujubes into their laps as a wish that they

bear many children. The bride then bows to other members of the groom’s family.

Kimchi represents Korea’s best-known. Koreans serve kimchi at almost every meal.
During the 1988 Summer Olympic Games, thousands of foreigners were introduced to it
for the first time. Despite a reputation for being spicy, many people like it and find
themselves missing it after returning to their home country.

Kimchi is basically a salted, pickled vegetable dish, often presented as a basic side
dish for any Korean meal. The fermentation of different vegetables, complemented by
salted fish and other seasonings, give it a unique flavor. The hot and spicy taste of kimchi
stimulates one’s appetite. It is also a nutritious dish, providing vitamins, lactic acid, and
minerals. Kimchi can also be preserved for a long time.
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Red pepper was introduced to the making of kimchi in the 17th century. This
introduction of red pepper in the pickling process was a major innovation to the Korean
food culture. By using red pepper with vegetables and fish, a unique method of food
preservation was borne, thus leading to the adoption of kimchi as a Korean staple. There
are currently many kinds of kimchi with different tastes. Here are examples of the most
